Using a high-interest  
curriculum,  a low-frustration environment has been created that is both casual and 
fun.  Classes are small with much active learning.

A variety of highly structured academic and social learning activities are combined 
within a thematic approach.  The theme for ESY 2010 is: 
  

“A Greener America” 
 

Educational activities will focus on the United States of America.  Topics will              
include energy and natural resources; ecology and environmental protection;                
conservation and preservation; U.S. geography including national forests and            
parks; and career opportunities.  Art projects, thematic games, musical expression 
and many outdoor physical activities will follow the theme of “A Greener America.” 
 

Every class is taught by a Pennsylvania Certified teacher with trained support                
staff.  Basic academic skills are reinforced daily in an environment featuring                   
encouragement, support and success. The four domains of respect, responsibility, 
cooperation and pride are emphasized.
